Trekking

Trekking in Bhutan is a unique experience unlike many of the
more crowed treks offered in Asia. The variety of treks range from
a simple three-day trek to 25-day legendary Snowman’s Trek that
takes veteran trekkers through some of the exquisite spots of the
country. The Snowman Trek is also labeled the world’s toughest
trek as it goes over 12 mountain passes. All of them over 4,500m.

Bird Watching : Bhutan is a paradise for bird watchers. Over 770
bird species have been recorded in Bhutan so far. This is a large
number for the size of the country. There are ten bird species in
Bhutan , which have been identified as globally threatened by

Bird Life International. These include the Black-necked Crane,
one of the World's rarest and least known cranes, which
traditionally winters in Bhutan , the Rufous-necked Hornbill, Blyth's
Tragopan, and Blyth 's King fisher, Ward's Trogon, the
chestnut-breasted partridge, the white-bellied

heron, Wood snipe and Pallas's Fish Eagle.
